Intervention Strategies that have worked
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· Easter revision School

· Lunch time/after school sessions/clinic

· Work to students’ strengths and amend coursework activities to build on this.

· Inviting specific cohorts in small numbers to support sessions e.g. C-D borderlines, A-A* group.

· Model answers on website.

· Downloads giving targeted support for specific areas of weakness.

· Structured revision.

· Booster session with whole cohort in the Hall in run up to the exam.

· Revision booklets.

· Coursework clubs.

· Collapse of TT before exams to allow focus on subjects prior to their exam.

· Insistence on completion of coursework and attendance at lunchtime/after school where work missing.

· Finish coursework early to allow time for catch up/improvement.

· Involving parents – including notification of when modular test are.

· Targeting individuals and providing support materials.

· Opportunity to resit modular tests.

· Online, interactive resources.

· 1:1 mentoring sessions after mocks with feedback on how to improve.

· Parents Support evening for specific subjects.

· Individual target sheet for students.

· Use of text and e mail to keep students / parents up to date, motivated and issue reminders/ revision materials.
Key factors for all intervention:

· Targeting work to specific needs of students. One size does not fit all. 

· Involving parents and gaining their support.

· Being INSISTENT, PERSISTENT and CONSISTENT!
