Welcome to the start of your GCSE Additional Science course!

You have chosen to study for a GCSE in Additional Science. The course follows on from the GCSE science which you studied in Year 10. The course has greater emphasis on explaining, theorizing and modeling in science.
The course is split into 4 units:

B2- Biology 25%

C2-Chemistry 25%

P2 - Physics 25%

ISA- Investigative Skills Assignment 25%

Each of the B2, C2 and P2 units will be examined by a 45 minute written exam. The tests take place as follows:
P2: Monday 19th January 2009

B2: Wednesday 20th May 2009

C2: Thursday 4th June 2009

P2 resit: Wednesday 10th June 2009

All groups will start with P2 and then study B2 and C2. You will keep the same teacher throughout Year 11 science.
You will complete your ISA’s in the same way as last year but on different topics. The ISA weeks are as follows:

Physics- 13th Oct 2008- 17th Oct 2008

Biology- 2nd Feb 2009- 6th Feb 2009

Chemistry- 30th March- 3rd April 2009

You will be expected to bring the following to every lesson;

· Pen

· Pencil

· Ruler

· Exercise book

· Calculator
