Welcome to the start of your GCSE Applied Science course!

You have chosen to study for a GCSE in Applied Science. The course considers some of the knowledge required by particular scientists and the type of work and investigations they may undertake in their work. It exemplifies some of the procedural and investigational activities that Food, Forensic and sports scientists undertake.
The course is made up of 3 units

Unit 1 – Science in the workplace: This consists of 2 reports, Health and Safety and Science in the Workplace – 20%
Unit 2- Science at work: A written exam on aspects of Food, Forensic and Sports science in January of Year 11- 40%
Unit 3- Using Scientific Skills: An extended practical investigation- 40%
You will begin the course by studying Food, Forensic and Sports science leading up to a 1hr written exam Thursday 15th January 2009. Following the written exam you will complete your Unit 3 investigation to be handed in 12th February 2009 and then your Unit 1 investigation to be handed in 27th March 2009.
You will not change teacher during Year 11 and you will be expected to work hard from day 1 and continue until all coursework and exams are complete. We expect ALL pupils to meet and hopefully beat their target grades at the end of the year!
You will be expected to bring the following to every lesson;

· Pen

· Pencil

· Ruler

· Exercise book

· Calculator

In order to improve your own learning at home and at school you should invest in some of the revision materials available to purchase at school. There are:

1. Revision Guide- £2

2. Practice Papers – £2.50

For all of these items, take your money to finance and then bring the receipt to your science teacher or one of the science technicians.
